1. The United States of America is also called the USA, US, United States or sometimes America. 
2. On July 4, 1776, the Declaration of Independence was issued, establishing the United States of America. 
3. The US is the 4th largest country in the world by land area and 3rd by population. 
4. The estimated population of the US is 328,200,000. 
5. The US is a diverse country with a multicultural society. 
6. The US has the world's largest economy. 
7. The Mississippi and Missouri Rivers combine to form the longest river system in the US and the fourth 

longest in the world. 
8. The tallest mountain the US is Mt McKinley, located in the state of Alaska it reaches 20,320 ft (6,194 m) 

above sea level. 
9. Alaska was purchased from Russia in 1867 and is the largest state in the US by land area. 
10. Hawaii is the most recent of the 50 states in the US (joining in 1959) and is the only one made up entirely of 

islands. 
11. Most of the world's tornadoes occur in the Midwest region of the US known as Tornado Alley. 
12. The most populated city in the US is New York City, followed by Los Angeles and Chicago. 
13. English is the most commonly spoken language in the US, followed by Spanish. 
14. The first man to walk on the moon was American Neil Armstrong (July 21, 1969). 
15. The US was the leading force behind the development of the Internet. 
16. The US consumes more petroleum than any other country in the world. 
17. The most popular team sports in the US are American football, baseball, basketball and ice hockey

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1) Martin Luther King Jr was born in the United States of America to African American parents. At birth he 
was named Michael King, but his father later changed his name to Martin Luther King Jr. 
2) When Martin Luther King was growing up, life was hard for African Americans. The Southern United

4) His first major role in the Civil Rights Movement came in 1955, after an African American lady ς Rosa 
Parks ς was arrested for refusing to give up her seat to a white man on a bus. This sparked outrage in the

5) Martin was a great believer in peaceful protest, inspired by the Indian activist Mahatma Gandhi. His 
protests used no-violent tactics, even when the protesters themselves were met with violence from the 
police.

about the importance of civil rights. It has become one of the most famous speeches in history and focuses

7) In 1964 ς 99 years after the abolition of slavery ς the Civil Rights Act was passed, outlawing racial 
segregation and discrimination in the USA. 
8) In October 1964, Martin won the Nobel Peace Prize! He was told over the phone whilst he was in bed 
suffering from exhaustion ς it had been a long, hard fight for civil rights! 
9) Tragically, Martin Luther King Jr was assassinated in 1968 in Tennessee, where he had given a speech the 
day before. He was standing on the balcony his hotel when he was shot. James Earl Ray was convicted of his 
murder and spent the rest of his life in prison, despite claiming to be innocent. James died in 1998. 
10) Martin Luther King Jr is remembered for his tireless work during the Civil Rights Movement and his 
dream that one day everyone would be treated as equals. A statue built in his memory now stands in 
Washington D.C. and each year, the third Monday in January is celebrated as Martin Luther King Jr. Day, an 
American federal holiday.
