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October is the month of the Holy Rosary and Fr Liddle will be "zooming" all the KS1
and 2 classes on Monday to pray a decade of the Rosary with them. If the children
have rosary beads they would like to bring in for this they may, but they must not
be shared.

Autumn is well and truly here with the weather you would expect! We still need to
keep the windows open and the children will be outside as much as possible, so it is
really important that they bring jumpers and coats to school - and that these are
named so that we can return them when they are left somewhere.

It was disappointing to hear that the government has felt the need to bring in
legislation around online learning. We have been doing our best to make sure our
provision meets the needs of our pupils. We will continue to use Seesaw to set and
mark homework. Since the beginning of term, we have been trying to set up
Microsoft Teams in case we have to move to remote learning in whatever form at
some point. This has been slow to get going as we have had to rely on input from
various different agencies to get set up, but things are moving slightly faster
following a tuition exchange this morning.

Thank you to everyone who replied to our survey about consultation evenings. Over
80% of you said you would prefer a conversation to a written report. We will be
using our consultation evening booking system to facilitate these meetings and
details on how to book will be sent out soon. Consultations will be on 3rd and 5th
November.
